It is hard enough as an adult to cope when what can seem an innocent 

post on Facebook or other social media becomes a personal attack or a 

hate campaign from other keyboard warriors. This negative side of 

human behaviour is hard to work out as an adult therefore what hope 

do our children have. It is always very difficult for the school to work 

though the issues of cyber bullying as there are so many complexities 

and it will often also involve police.  

I ask you to please consider the guide below and be aware of what your 

children are doing online as many ‘games’ also contain chat rooms.
