New Attendance System/ Student Absences

We are gradually moving over to a new attendance program which will
involve a text message being sent to your mobile phone to inform you of
your child’s absence. The message will request a reply of why your
child is away.

The process is not in place at
this stage but it is anticipated that it will be up and running before the
end of next week (week 2).

School Gates

school after the bell they must come through the front office to receive a

late note.

What do | do if my child is late to school?

You will need to accompany your child to the school office for a late
note, where you will be asked to provide a reason for their partial
absence. If you cannot accompany your child to the office, you are
required to ring the school on 6552 1910 to explain the reason for their
partial absence. This must be done on each occasion that they are late

to school.

What do | do if my child is away from school?

If you child is away from school you must explain their absence within 7
days from the date of the absence. You can do this by ringing the
school office on 6552 1910, personally seeing or messaging your child’s
teacher or sending a note to school when your child returns following
their absence. All unjustified absences are monitored and followed up
by the school executive staff and the Department’'s Home School

Liaison Officer.
